2012 - 2013 Annual Report

President’s Report

Welcome to the first Annual General Meeting of Art & Soul Collective Incorporated (A&SC). Our
inaugural year finished 30 June 2013.

As artists we know that making art takes time, head space and energy. Sometimes, this can lead to
feelings of isolation or reduce artistic motivation to the point that our art practice grinds to a halt. Some
people find that meeting, connecting and sharing information with others can reduce feeling isolated
and increase artistic motivation. Such connections are even more important when we consider how easy
it is to have less face-to-face contact in our day to day living. All because we can work, bank, shop, send
photos and messages and much more without leaving home, thanks to the Internet.

The Art & Soul Collective Inc. seed was planted over a morning tea at the Northern Beaches TAFE in
April 2012. It was decided at this morning tea, to organise a group art exhibition. The hunt then began
for a local venue big enough to hold an exhibition for possibly 20 artists. During this search a few of the
artists involved, realised that large exhibition spaces were very expensive and that reaching out to
connect with other artists, outside a formal teaching scenario, had both artistic and social benefits. The
seed began to germinate.

Before registration, as a non-formalised group of artists, our set up was made possible with the
generous assistance and support from the Rotary Club of Dee Why Warringah, and their past President,
Christine McCormack, is here as their representative today. Christine has shared her knowledge and
belief that forming an artist group was possible from start up to today. Her positive and encouraging
attitude guided the founding members on the most direct course, towards becoming Art & Soul
Collective Inc. Our association was registered with Fair Trading NSW on 12 July 2012 with the objective
to ‘connect members in their artistic endeavours and encourage creative arts in the community’.

On behalf of all the Art & Soul Collective Inc. members, | thank Christine and the Rotary Clubs of Dee
Why Warringah and Manly for their valuable support during the formation and inaugural year of our
association.

Being sponsored by the Rotary Club of Dee Why Warringah and mentored by Christine, assisted Art &
Soul Collective Inc. to secure two cultural grants last year, one each from Warringah and Manly
Councils. These grants enabled the planned group exhibition, Convergence, to proceed and gave A&SC
some financial assistance to continue connecting artists and increase the visibility of art in the wider
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community. Thanks to Warringah Council and Manly Council for their financial support. The grants also
gave Art & Soul Collective Inc. a momentum, which continues today.

A generous member donation funded our first year of Public Liability Insurance. The Committee
accepted this donation with gratitude and would like to formally thank this kind member, who wishes to
remain anonymous. Having insurance meant that members could now meet as Art & Soul Collective Inc.
and actually do things together.

The period from 12 July 2012 until 30 June 2013 saw the following Art & Soul Collective Inc. activities
and developments:

* Six en plein air meetings were held at local beaches and parks, to draw and paint in public

e A social Christmas event was held for members and their families

* A Facebook page, website and email account were created to give A&SC an Internet presence
and enable information to be shared with members

*  Five e-newsletters were published

s A contract was signed with Glen St Theatre to exclusively hang A&SC members’ art work in the
foyer and restaurant of the Glen Street Theatre building. This will be covered in the Glen Street
report.

* 5 Art exhibitions were organised for and by members: Convergence at Artfocus Gallery &
Studios, now known as If U Like Art, Brookvale and Art+1, Art+2, Art +3, Art+4 at Glen Street
Theatre.

¢ A dedicated phone & number were purchased to enable members and the community to
contact A&SC

s An A&SC logo was developed and implemented

¢ Rotary community projects were supported through volunteering & fundraising (St Ives Show,
Golf Ball Drop Raffle ticket sales that raised additional funds towards Convergence costs).

Our association has progressed considerably from an idea at a morning tea.

The formation and growth of A&SC in 2012 - 2013 was a team effort. Whilst | am honoured to have
served as your President this past year, | owe a great deal of thanks to the dedicated Committee
members who are or have been on this team. The five committee members 2012 - 2013, Leonie, Karen,
Maria, Alenka and Cindy, all brought a variety of perspectives to the table. Thank you, out-going
Committee, for all the time, ideas and incredible work ethic you gave to A&SC throughout its first year.

Over 2012 -2013 it has been wonderful to witness members gaining in confidence through their
experiences of exhibiting, exchanging information and supporting each other in times of doubt or
celebration under the umbrella of Art & Soul Collective Inc. Seeing and hearing of members connecting
with other members in all these ways is a sign that Art & Soul Collective Inc. is growing into something
needed by many artists today — a supportive community.

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Glen Street Project Report

Establishment of the Art & Soul Collective Inc. Exhibiting relationship with the Glen Street Theatre
2012 -2013

The relationship between Glen Street Theatre and Art & Soul Collective Inc. began as an endorsement

from Art Focus Gallery & Studio, following on from Convergence our inaugural group exhibition.

Art Focus Gallery members Anne Bourne and Lyn Hammond were the previous suppliers of their
beautiful artworks to the Glen Street Theatre Foyer. Anne & Lyn were impressed with our group
dynamic, work ethic and artistic talents and they recommended Art & Soul Collective Inc. to Glen Street
Theatre to supply art to the foyer when Art Focus decided to close their business at the end of 2012. Art
& Soul Collective Inc. were shocked to see the Art Focus Gallery close, since they had played such a
positive mentoring role in our Convergence exhibition practice and provided advice and support all the
way through. Their legacy saw us move beyond our fledgling exhibition and into a formal sponsorship

agreement with Glen Street Theatre.

The agreement had to be understood and signed, and the Committee worked through this process
together with Rachel Musgrove of Glen Street Theatre. An agreement was set and signed and was only
probationary at the outset, and there was some nervousness as to whether we would be able to have
sufficient member input to find enough artwork to meet our agreement, since there has always been an
emphasis on providing quality artworks, and Glen Street staff have the final word on the acceptance or
rejection of pieces submitted for exhibition. To date not a single piece has been rejected either by A&SC

or Glen St - a testament to the quality artworks created by our members.

During that probationary period Art & Soul Collective Inc. hung four shows in the Art + series of
exhibitions, which coincided with the main stage productions at Glen Street. The Glen Street Project has
been a steep learning curve for us all as we were all unfamiliar with hanging works and changing them at
this rate. It saw Karen & Maria meeting at coffee shops and choosing work for the next exhibition. It is
now more streamlined and has a process that enables others to participate and be part of this
experience. In saying this, the project has encouraged members to take that brave step of putting their
art work on the wall, and to keep this very successful venture going we need the whole group’s

continued support.

This relationship benefits both parties in that the regularly changing and vast collections of eclectic
artworks draw in patrons to the theatre foyer now always abuzz with interest. Also A&SC Inc members
have an opportunity to exhibit at minimal cost and showcase their artworks to a constantly turning over

public group who are already arts-sympathetic. There have been commission-free sales from the
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
